1. My client does not have any prior convictions for a sex offense as defined in RCW 9.94A.030 or any other felony sex offenses in this or any other state.
2. My client does not have any prior adult convictions for a violent offense that was committed within five years of the date the current offense was committed.
3. The current offense did not result in substantial bodily harm to the alleged victim.
4. My client had an established relationship with, or connection to, the alleged victim such that the sole connection with the alleged victim was not the commission of the crime.
5. My client’s standard sentence range for the offense includes the possibility of confinement for less than eleven years.
