The Guardian Ad Litem Program Director or designee is authorized to manage the assignment, substitution or discharge of a volunteer Guardian Ad Litem, who shall represent and be an advocate for the best interests of the child.  The Guardian Ad Litem Program Director or designee shall provide notice to all parties of such assignment, substitution or discharge.  Except as authorized herein, no other person shall serve as Guardian Ad Litem or appear as independent counsel for the child, absent further order of the court.  The Guardian Ad Litem Program Director or designee shall serve as Guardian Ad Litem for periodic review hearings in the event no volunteer Guardian Ad Litem is available for assignment.

The Guardian Ad Litem shall receive all notice contemplated for a parent or other party in all proceedings in this matter.  The Guardian Ad Litem shall receive copies of all pleadings and other documents filed or submitted to the court and notice of all hearings according to court rules.


2.2	The Guardian Ad Litem shall have access to all information available to the state or agency on the case.  Any agency, hospital, school organization, division or department of the state, doctor, nurse, or other health care provider, psychologist, psychiatrist, police department, or mental health clinic shall permit the Guardian Ad Litem Program Director or designee or assigned Guardian Ad Litem to inspect and copy any records relating to the child involved in the case, without the consent of the parent or guardian of the child if the child is under thirteen years of age, unless such access is specifically prohibited by law.
