BASIS
  This matter comes on before the Court on the Petition of Immediate Family Member, Guardian or Conservator for the involuntary detention of the Respondent.  The Petition must contain a description of the relationship between the person who filed the Petition, known as the Petitioner, and the person that is the subject of the Petition, known as the Respondent.  The Petition must also contain the date on which the Petitioner requested that a designated crisis responder investigate the Respondent.  The Petitioner must also submit a written, sworn declaration that describes why the Court should order the detention of the Respondent.

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Court has reviewed the Petition and makes the following findings of fact:
1. The Petition contains [   ] sufficient / [   ] insufficient evidence that a spouse, domestic partner, child, stepchild, parent, stepparent, grandparent, brother, sister, guardian or conservator of the Respondent filed the Petition.
2. The Petition contains [   ] sufficient / [   ] insufficient evidence describing why the Respondent should be detained for evaluation and treatment to support the allegation.
3. The Petition contains [   ] sufficient / [   ] insufficient evidence that a designated crisis responder had not filed a petition for the initial detention of the Respondent.
4. 	[   ]  A copy of the Petition, Declarations and Exhibits and Reports filed in this matter are attached, and the Court Clerk shall forthwith electronically transmit and mail copies of said documents and a copy of this order to the designated crisis responder.  
 	[   ] The designated crisis responder agency SHALL provide to the court, within one judicial day of receiving this order, the following:
1.	A written, sworn statement describing the basis for the decision not to seek the initial detention; and
2.	A copy of all information material to the designated crisis responder’s decision not to seek initial detention; and 
3.	Any other sworn declarations that the designated crisis responder agency believes will assist the court and are either in support of or in opposition to an initial detention.
4.	Identifying information for respondent, to the extent the same is available; and
5.	Information, if any, that would assist law enforcement in making an assessment of the risks of violent behavior posed by the respondent.
