Coffman Engineers, Inc. is pleased to submit this proposal for security electronics
engineering Services for Benton-Franklin Juvenile Justice Center Security Electronics.
Renovation. Our Proposal is based on the project criteria as we understand it, the
scope of services and deliverables, and assumptions made as described in the

following sections of this proposal.

This document serves as an attachment to a contract for services. Specific terms and
details of this proposal will govern where there is a conflict between the two. Please let
us know if you have any concerns or questions regarding the Agreement for
Professional Services.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project will be the design of a complete replacement of the existing security
electronics system. The design will include the replacement of the existing PLC'’s,
touchscreen control PC’s, security video head end equipment, cameras, and the
intercom head end. The design process will include field investigation, owner
coordination and approvals, production of construction documents, and construction
administration, including construction meetings, project tracking, and project punchout.

PROJECT APPROACH

We propose to complete this project in several phases: Design Development, 95%
Construction Documents, 100% Construction Documents, and Construction
Administration. There will be set milestones in each phase for owner review and
feedback. We anticipate one trip for field investigation and verification (potentially two
days) at the outset of the project. We also anticipate one meeting onsite with the owner
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at each milestone for a total of 3 design meetings. During bidding there will be a pre-bid
walkthrough. During CA, Coffman proposes to be onsite bi-weekly to conduct and
manage regular construction meetings. We will conduct a punch-list inspection at
substantial completion followed by a back-check of the punchlist items for final
completion.

We propose to perform initial planning to determine the scope of the project and if booth
rework is required, we will contract with an architect at that point. This will create a
clearer scope of work. Coffman will add a 10% markup to subcontractor services for
management and supervision.

DESIGN CRITERIA
The project will be designed according to the following criteria:

Code amendments specific to the Local Jurisdiction; City of Kennewick, WA.

SCHEDULE

We understand that this project design and construction will have a formal, structured
schedule that is to occur during the winter of 2019 and most of 2020. The schedule will
be worked out with the Owner within 10 days after the Notice to Proceed.

ESTIMATED CONSTRUCTION COST

The project has an estimated construction cost of $ 750,000.
BASIC SERVICES

Schematic Design/Design Development:

We propose to combine the schematic design and design development phases. We
have found it to be more efficient in projects of this type. During the design
development phase Coffman will coordinate with owner to perform the design of the
new security electronics systems. Coffman will perform site investigation to determine
the existing equipment and evaluate what equipment needs to be demolished and what
will be reused. Floor plans will be developed, and existing devices located. Detailed
space plans for all equipment rooms will be produced to allow for future space planning.
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Overall system designs for the new PLC based door control system will be designed,
with an effort on reusing the existing filed wiring and devices if possible. The security
video system, and intercom system, will also be progressed to high level system
designs. An access control system will be chosen to replace the Marlok key system.
Preliminary one-line diagrams and specifications will be included in the submittal
package. A cost opinion will be produced to guide further design based on budgetary

requirements.
95% Construction Documents:

For 95% Construction Documents we will progress the construction documents and
further refine the system design. This submittal will include 95% construction
documents featuring floor plans showing existing and new device locations, camera
fields of view, one-line diagrams, details, schedules, and complete specifications.

100% Construction Documents:

The final submittal will be 100% Construction Documents. Coffman will integrate any
owner feedback into the 95% CD set to produce the 100%CD documents ready for Bid.
This set will include floor plans sowing existing and new devise locations, cameral fields
of view, one-line diagrams, details, schedules, and complete specifications. This set will
receive final approval and signatures from the appropriate people and will be issued for
bid and construction. After release, any required addenda will be released in response

to contractor questions.
Construction Administration:

We anticipate providing the construction administration services listed below as part of
our basic services.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Benton County Public Works Department has identified the following roads and neighborhoods as
needing traffic evaluations and speed studies. Traffic studies, engineering studies, and field reviews were
conducted for these County roads by the Public Works Department.

The study collected data on traffic volumes, road conditions, current posted speed and 85t percentile
speed. Each road was evaluated based on these factors including engineering judgement and
recommended methods of setting speed contained in the MUTCD and FHWA guidance of setting speed

limits.
SUMMARY

The Public Works Department recognition of these County roads as having no posted speed limit, the
Department conducted traffic studies and evaluations. Efforts to determine if statute speed limits are
sufficient for said roadways were determined by speed data collection and traffic evaluations.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the speed limits in the study area be adjusted as outlined to meet County and State
uniformity practices and to meet or exceed guidelines outlined in the current edition of the MUTCD.

FISCAL IMPACT

Additional speed limit signs will be installed to indicate the revised speed limits. Approximately 2 signs
are required at an average cost of $300 per sign.
