BACKGROUND INFORMATION/ SUMMARY

Resolution 2019-181 dated February 26, 2019, the Board of Benton County Commissioners authorized the
Benton County Sheriff to sign the Memorandum of Understanding between Benton County Jail, Lourdes
Hospital LLC, dba/Lourdes Counseling Center (LCC), and Greater Columbia Behavior Health ASO (GCBH)
for the purpose of defining the working relationship between LCC’s contractual arrangement with GCBH for
providing services to inmates with mental illness incarcerated within the Benton County Jail, with a term
expiring August 30, 2020.

GCBH paid LCC for said services as a state funded program and the funding for this program was cut by the
State down to $6,682.50/month leaving a balance of approx. $11,922/month that was not paid for the
services LCC continued to provide within the Benton County jail.

Resolution 2019-930 dated December 17, 2019, the Board of Commissioners authorized payments to
Lourdes Health for mental health services in the amount of $11,922.00 per month starting July 1, 2019 up
until a contract between Benton County and Lourdes Hospital, LLC dba/Lourdes Health was fully executed.

Attached is a professional service contract between Benton County and Lourdes Health to continue the

mental health services within the jail as further outlined in the attached contract for an overall contract
amount of $252,019.32.

WHEREAS, per Resolution 2019-181 dated February 26, 2019, the Board of Benton County

BENTON COUNTY
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT (hereinafter the
"Contract"), is made and entered into by and between BENTON COUNTY,
a political subdivision, with its principal offices at 620 Market
Street, Prosser, WA 99350, by and for the BENTON COUNTY CORRECTIONS
DEPARTMENT, with its principal offices at 7122 W Okanogan Place,
Bldg. B, Kennewick, WA 99336 (hereinafter "COUNTY"), and LOURDES
HOSPITAL, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, dba/ LOURDES
HEALTH, with its principal offices at 520 North 4th Avenue, Pasco,
WA 99301 (hereinafter "CONTRACTOR").

In consideration of the mutual Dbenefits and covenants
contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

1. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

This Contract consists of the Terms and Conditions and the
following document:

a. Exhibit A - Budget for Monthly Salary and Benefits

2. DURATION OF CONTRACT

The term of this Contract shall begin July 1, 2019 and shall
expire on December 31, 2020. The CONTRACTOR shall complete all
work by the time(s) specified herein, or if no such time 1is
otherwise specified, no later than the expiration date.

3. SERVICES PROVIDED

The CONTRACTOR shall perform the following services for the
Benton County Jail:

a. The CONTRACTOR shall coordinate with local law
enforcement, courts and jail personnel to ensure that
they are meeting the needs of individuals detained in
the jail.

b. CONTRACTOR will provide on-site mental health
evaluations to individuals who appear to be experiencing
behavioral health problems or who have a known history
of mental illness. CONTRACTOR will provide



recommendations to the COUNTY based on the results of
the evaluation. Recommendations may include but are not
limited to: custody management recommendations,
development of alternative service plans (alternative to
the Jjail) for submission to the courts (plans will
incorporate evidence-based risk assessment screening
tools), referrals to the Designated Crisis Responder for
an Involuntary Treatment Act evaluation and referrals to
the mental health prescriber.

CONTRACTOR may receive requests for mental health
services directly from Judges/courts, FEastern State
Hospital, inmates, Jail Medical, or Corrections staff.
CONTRACTOR may assist individual inmates with coping
skills, psychoeducation, and\or community resources. The
Contractor shall conduct an evaluation of these
individuals as appropriate and provide transition
services as needed prior to their release from jail.

CONTRACTOR, within available resources, may assist with
or provide treatment groups for inmates at the COUNTY
focused on psychoeducation, coping skills and\or
community resources.

CONTRACTOR will participate in weekly Multi-Disciplinary
Team Meetings and will assist in developing care plans
for inmates with complex needs to help ensure proper
management and care.

CONTRACTOR may provide behavioral health trainings to
Corrections Staff to assist with the understanding and
management of behavioral health conditions. Trainings
shall include deescalation, crisis intervention and
similar training topics.

Within available resources Contractor will perform daily
cross-reference between new booking and the Data Store
to identify newly booked persons.

CONTRACTOR will ©provide on-site and in community
transitional services to individuals with mental illness
and\or co-occuring disorders to expedite, facilitate,
and coordinate successful return into the community.
These services may be provided up to 90 days post
release. Pre-release services shall include:

1. Mental health and Substance Use Disorder (SUD)
screening for 1Individuals who display behavior
consistent with a need for such screening or who
submit a Hail Kite requesting services, or have
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qualified Mental Health Professionals. All CONTRACTOR staff will
be registered as Affiliated Counselors under Chapter 18.19.090
RCW, or have an active social services Licensure credential.
CONTRACTOR’S staff receives annual training in safety and crisis
prevention/intervention and other clinical issues. All
CONTRACTOR’S staff are evaluated by the program manager to assure
that they demonstrate competency to perform their duties. Staffing
shall include the positions as outlined in Exhibit A attached
hereto.

8. CONTRACT REPRESENTATIVES

Each party to this Contract shall have a <contract
representative. Each party may change its representative upon
providing written notice to the other party. The parties'
representatives are as follows:

9. COMPENSATION

For the services performed hereunder, the CONTRACTOR shall be
paid as follows:

a. A rate of an amount not to exceed eleven thousand nine
hundred twenty-one dollars and seventy nine cents
($11,921.79) per each month for services delivered for
the time period of July 1, 2019 through February 29,
2020. This rate 1is 1in effect for staff and other
expenditures 1in accordance with Exhibit A attached
hereto.

b. A rate of fifteen thousand six hundred and sixty-four
_5_
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expressly waives any immunity the CONTRACTOR might have
had under such laws, including but not limited to Title
51 of the Revised Code of Washington. By executing this
Contract, the CONTRACTOR acknowledges that the foregoing
waiver has been mutually negotiated by the parties and
that the provisions of this Section shall be
incorporated, as relevant, into any contract the
CONTRACTOR makes with any subcontractor or agent
performing work hereunder. CONTRACTOR’S obligations
under this Section 11 shall survive termination and
expiration of this Contract.

The CONTRACTOR'S obligations hereunder shall include,
but are not limited to, investigating, adjusting and
defending all claims alleging loss from action, error,
or omission, or breach of any common law, statutory, or
other delegated duty by the CONTRACTOR or the
CONTRACTOR'S employees, agents, or subcontractors.

12. INSURANCE

a.

Professional Liability Insurance: Prior to the start of
work under this Contract, the CONTRACTOR shall secure
and maintain at its own expense Professional Liability
Insurance appropriate to the CONTRACTOR'S profession and
shall be written subject to limits of not less than one
million dollars ($1,000,000) each claim and three
million dollars ($3,000,000) in the aggregate. Such
insurance must be provided by an insurance carrier with
a Best's Rating of not less than A-VII.

The coverage shall apply to liability for a professional
error, act or omission arising out of the scope of the
CONTRACTOR'S services defined in  this Contract.
Coverage shall not exclude hazards related to the work
rendered as part of the Contract or within the scope of
the CONTRACTOR'S services as defined by this Contract.
If the policy is claims made, the retroactive date shall
be prior to or coincident with the effective date of
this Contract. CONTRACTOR 1is required to maintain
claims made professional 1liability insurance for a
minimum of 36 months after the effective date of
termination or completion of this Contract. CONTRACTOR
shall annually provide COUNTY with proof of all such
insurance. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and
not replaced with another claims-made policy form with
a Retroactive Date prior to the contract effective date,
the Contractor must purchase “extended reporting”
coverage for a minimum of 36 months after the completion
of work. CONTRACTOR shall annually provide COUNTY with
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proof of all such insurance.

Workers Compensation: CONTRACTOR shall comply with all
State of Washington workers compensation statutes and
regulations. Prior to the start of work under this
Contract, workers compensation coverage shall Dbe
provided for all employees of CONTRACTOR and employees
of any subcontractor or sub-subcontractor. Coverage
shall include bodily injury (including death) by
accident or disease, which arises out of or in connection
with the performance of this Contract. CONTRACTOR shall
submit a copy of its certificate of coverage from the
Department of Labor and Industries prior to commencement
of work. Except as prohibited by law, CONTRACTOR waives
all rights of subrogation against the COUNTY for
recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by
workers compensation, employer’s liability, commercial
liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.

If CONTRACTOR, subcontractor, or sub-subcontractor fails
to comply with all State of Washington workers
compensation statutes and regulations and COUNTY incurs
fines or is required by law to provide benefits to or
obtain coverage for such employees, CONTRACTOR shall
indemnify the COUNTY. Indemnity shall include all
fines, payment of benefits to CONTRACTOR or
subcontractor employees, or their heirs or legal
representatives, and the cost of effecting coverage on
behalf of such employees. Any amount owed to COUNTY by
CONTRACTOR pursuant to the indemnity agreement may be
deducted from any payments owed by COUNTY to CONTRACTOR
for performance of this Contract.

Commercial General Liability and Employers Liability
Insurance: Prior to the start of work under this
Contract, CONTRACTOR shall maintain commercial general
liability coverage (policy form CGO0001 or equivalent) to
protect the CONTRACTOR from claims for wrongful death,
bodily injury, personal injury and property damage,
which may arise from any actions or inactions under this
Contract by CONTRACTOR or by anyone directly employed by
or contracting with CONTRACTOR. The minimum commercial
general liability insurance limits shall be as follows:

$2,000,000 General Aggregate

$1,000,000 Products/Completed Operations Aggregate
$1,000,000 Personal Injury and Advertising Injury
$1,000,000 Each Occurrence
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The commercial general liability policy must contain an
endorsement naming the COUNTY and 1its elected and
appointed officials, employees, and agents as an
Additional Insured and an endorsement that specifically
states that CONTRACTOR’s commercial general liability
policy shall be primary, and not contributory, with any
other insurance maintained by the COUNTY.

The CONTRACTOR will provide commercial general liability
coverage that does not exclude any activity to be
performed in fulfillment of this Contract and does not
exclude liability pursuant to the indemnification
requirement under Section 11. CONTRACTOR'S commercial
general liability policy shall provide cross liability
coverage, 1indicating essentially that except with
respect to the limits of insurance and any rights or
duties specifically assigned in this coverage part to
the first named insured, this insurance applies as if
each named insured were the only named insured, and
separately to each insured against whom claims are made
or suit is brought.

CONTRACTOR shall also provide Stop Gap Employer's
Liability Insurance coverage with minimum limits as
follows:

$1,000,000 Each Accident
$1,000,000 Policy Limit for Disease
$1,000,000 Each Employee for Disease

Automobile Liability: The CONTRACTOR shall maintain,
during the life of this Contract, Commercial Automobile
Liability Insurance (CA0001), or equivalent coverage, in
the amount of not less than one million dollars
($1,000,000) per accident for Bodily Injury and Property
Damage to protect CONTRACTOR from claims which may arise
from the performance of this Contract, whether such
operations are by the CONTRACTOR or by anyone directly
or indirectly employed by the CONTRACTOR. Commercial
Auto Liability Insurance shall include coverage for any
owned, non-owned, and hired autos. Covered auto shall
be designated as "Symbol 1" any auto. CONTRACTOR waives
all rights against the COUNTY for the recovery of damages
to the extent they are covered by Commercial Auto
Liability Insurance.



Other Insurance Provisions:

1. The CONTRACTOR's liability insurance provisions
shall be primary with respect to any insurance or
self-insurance programs covering the COUNTY and its
elected and appointed officers, officials,
employees, and agents.

2. The CONTRACTOR's liability insurance policies shall
contain no special limitations on the scope of
protection afforded to the COUNTY as an additional
insured.

3. Any failure to comply with reporting provisions of
the policies shall not affect coverage provided to
the COUNTY or its officers, officials, employees, or
agents.

4. The CONTRACTOR's insurance shall apply separately to
each insured against whom claim is made or suit is
brought, except with respect to the limits of the
insurer's liability.

5. The CONTRACTOR shall include all subcontractors as
insureds under its ©policies or shall furnish
separate certificates and endorsements for each
subcontractor. All coverage for subcontractors shall
be subject to all of the requirements stated herein.

6. The insurance limits mandated for any insurance
coverage required by this Contract are not intended
to be an indication of exposure nor are they
limitations on indemnification.

7. The CONTRACTOR shall maintain all required policies
in force from the time services commence until
services are completed. Certificates, policies, and
endorsements expiring before completion of services
shall be promptly replaced. All liability insurance
required under this Contract, except for
professional liability under Section 12 (a), shall be
written on an Occurrence Policy form.

Verification of Coverage and Acceptability of Insurers:

All insurance required under this Contract shall be
issued by companies authorized to do business under the
laws of the State of Washington that have an A.M. Best's
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rating of at least A-VII or better in the most recently
published edition of Best’s Reports. Any exception to
this requirement must be reviewed and approved in
writing by the Benton County Risk Manager. If an insurer
is not admitted to do business within Washington State,
all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the
insurance policy must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and
Chapter 284-15 WAC.

1. All insurance to be maintained by the CONTRACTOR,
other than Professional Liability, Auto Liability
and Workers’ Compensation, shall specifically
include the COUNTY as an “Additional Insured” and
shall not be reduced or canceled without thirty (30)
days written prior notice to the COUNTY. Any
insurance or self-insurance maintained by the
COUNTY and its elected and appointed officials,
employees, and agents shall Dbe excess of the
CONTRACTOR'’ s insurance and shall not contribute to
it.

2. Certificates of Liability Insurance must be
provided to the COUNTY’s Contract Representative
referenced in Section 8.Db.

3. All written notices wunder this Section 12 and
notice o0f cancellation or change of required
insurance coverages shall be mailed to the COUNTY'’s
Contract Representative referenced in Section 8.Db.

4. The CONTRACTOR or its broker shall provide a copy
of any and all insurance policies specified in this
Contract upon request of the Benton County Risk
Manager at the following address: Benton County
Risk Manager, 7122 W. Okanogan Place, Bldg. A,
Kennewick, WA 99336

13. TERMINATION

a.

The COUNTY may terminate this Contract in whole or in
part whenever the COUNTY determines, 1n 1its sole
discretion, that such termination is in the best
interests of the COUNTY. The COUNTY may terminate this
Contract upon giving sixty (60) days written notice by
certified mail to the CONTRACTOR. In that event, the
COUNTY shall pay the CONTRACTOR for all costs incurred
by the CONTRACTOR in performing the Contract up to the
date of termination specified in the notice. Payment
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shall be made in accordance with the Compensation
Section of this Contract.

The CONTRACTOR may terminate this Contract in whole or
in part whenever the CONTRACTOR determines, in its sole
discretion, that such termination 1is 1in the Dbest
interests of the CONTRACTOR. The CONTRACTOR may
terminate this Contract upon giving ninty (90) days
written notice by certified mail to the COUNTY. 1In that
event, the COUNTY shall pay the CONTRACTOR for all costs
incurred by the CONTRACTOR in performing the Contract up
to the date of termination specified in the notice.
Payment shall Dbe made in accordance with the
Compensation Section of this Contract.

In the event that funding for this sevice is withdrawn,
reduced, or limited in any way after the effective date
of this Contract, the COUNTY may summarily terminate
this Contract notwithstanding any other termination
provision in this Contract. Termination under this
paragraph shall be effective upon the date specified in
the written notice of termination sent by COUNTY to the
CONTRACTOR. After the termination effective date, no
charges incurred under this Contract shall be allowed.

If either party breaches any of its obligations
hereunder and fails to cure the breach within ten (10)
days of written notice to do so by the other party, the
non-breaching party may immediately terminate this
Contract by so notifying the breaching party, in which
case payment shall be made for services performed in
accordance with the Contract. Upon such termination, the
COUNTY, at its discretion, may obtain performance of the
work elsewhere, and the CONTRACTOR shall bear all costs
and expenses incurred by the COUNTY in completing the
work and all damage sustained by the COUNTY by reason of
the CONTRACTOR'S breach.

14. ASSIGNMENT, DELEGATION, AND SUBCONTRACTING

a.

The CONTRACTOR shall perform the terms of this Contract
using only its bona fide employees or agents, and the
obligations and duties of the CONTRACTOR under this
Contract shall not be assigned, delegated, or
subcontracted to any other person or firm without the
prior express written consent of the COUNTY.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, CONTRACTOR may freely
assign this Contract or delegate all or part of its
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obligations to any affiliate or successor in interest,
without the consent of COUNTY. For the avoidance of
doubt, COUNTY's consent 1s not required for an
assignment of this Contract in connection with a sale or
other disposition of substantially all of the assets of
CONTRACTOR or subsequent sale by CONTRACTOR's successor
in interest.

b. The CONTRACTOR warrants that it has not paid nor, has it
agreed to pay any company, person, partnership, or firm,
other than a bona fide employee working exclusively for
CONTRACTOR, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage
fee, gift, or other consideration contingent upon or
resulting from the award or making of this Contract.

15. NON-WAIVER OF RIGHTS

The parties agree that the excuse or forgiveness of
performance, or waiver of any provision(s) of this Contract does
not constitute a waiver of such provision(s) or future performance
or prejudice the right of the waiving party to enforce any of the
provisions of this Contract at a later time. All waivers of any
provision(s) of this Contract shall be in writing and in the
absence of such, no action or inaction shall be construed to be
such a waiver.

16. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

a. The CONTRACTOR'S services shall be furnished by the
CONTRACTOR as an independent contractor and not as an
agent, employee or servant of the COUNTY. The CONTRACTOR
specifically has the «right to direct and control
CONTRACTOR'S own activities in providing the agreed
services in accordance with the specifications set out
in this Contract.

b. The CONTRACTOR acknowledges that the entire compensation
for this Contract 1is set forth in Section 9 of this
Contract, and neither the CONTRACTOR, nor its employees
are entitled to any COUNTY benefits, including, but not
limited to: vacation pay; holiday pay; sick leave pay;
medical, dental, or other insurance benefits; fringe
benefits; or any other rights or privileges afforded to
COUNTY employees.

c. The CONTRACTOR shall have and maintain complete
responsibility and control over all of its
subcontractors, employees, agents, and representatives.
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No subcontractor, employee, agent, or representative of
the CONTRACTOR shall be, deem to be, act, or purport to
act as an employee, agent, or representative of the
COUNTY.

d. CONTRACTOR shall pay for taxes, fees, licenses, or
payments required by federal, state, or local law which
are now or may be enacted during the term of this
Contract as they relate to the services performed
pursuant to this Contract by its employees.

e. The CONTRACTOR agrees to immediately remove any of its
employees or agents from their assignment to perform
services under this Contract if such employee or agent
is disruptive to COUNTY's business, fails to provide
services in accordance with standard industry practice,
or is a threat to patient safety, upon receipt of a
written request from COUNTY setting forth the details
triggering such request from the COUNTY'S Contract
Representative, or designee.

17. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

The COUNTY AND CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable
federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations in
performing this Contract.

18. INSPECTION OF BOOKS AND RECORDS

The COUNTY may, at reasonable times, inspect the books and
records of the CONTRACTOR relating solely to the performance of
this Contract. The CONTRACTOR shall keep all records required by
this Contract for six (6) years after termination of this Contract
for audit purposes.

19. NONDISCRIMINATION

The CONTRACTOR and its assignees, delegates, and
subcontractors shall not discriminate against any person in the
performance of any of its obligations hereunder on the basis of
age, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, race, creed,
religion, color, national origin, honorably discharged veteran or
military status, disability, or any other protected status.

20. OWNERSHIP OF MATERIALS/WORKS PRODUCED

a. All reports, drawings, plans, specifications, all forms
of electronic media, and data and documents produced in
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the performance of the work under this Contract shall be
"works for hire" as defined by the U.S. Copyright Act of
1976 and shall be owned by the COUNTY. Ownership
includes the right to copyright, patent, and register,
and the ability to transfer these rights. The COUNTY
agrees that 1f it uses any materials prepared by the
CONTRACTOR for purposes other than those intended by
this Contract, it does so at its sole risk and it agrees
to hold the CONTRACTOR harmless there from to the extent
such use is not agreed to in writing by the CONTRACTOR.

b. An electronic copy of all word processing documents
shall be submitted to the COUNTY upon request or at the
end of the Jjob using the word processing program and
version specified by the COUNTY.

21. PATENT/COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT

The CONTRACTOR shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend the
COUNTY and its officers, officials, employees, and agents, from
and against any claimed action, cause, or demand brought against
the COUNTY, where such action 1is Dbased on the c¢laim that
information supplied by the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor infringes
any patent or copyright. The CONTRACTOR shall be notified promptly
in writing by the COUNTY of any notice of such claim.

22. DISPUTES

Disputes between the CONTRACTOR and the COUNTY, arising under
and by virtue of this Contract, shall be brought to the attention
of the COUNTY at the earliest possible time in order that such
matters may be settled, or other appropriate action promptly taken.

23. CONFIDENTIALITY

The CONTRACTOR and the COUNTY, and each of their relevant
employees, subcontractors, and their employees shall maintain the
confidentiality of all information provided by the other party or
acquired by the other party in performance of this Contract, except
upon the prior written consent of the disclosing party or an order
entered by a court of competent jurisdiction. The recipient party
shall promptly give the disclosing party written notice of any
judicial proceeding seeking disclosure of such information.

24. CHOICE OF LAW, JURISDICTION AND VENUE

a. This Contract has been and shall be construed as having
been made and delivered within the State of Washington,
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and it is agreed by each party hereto that this Contract
shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington,
both as to its interpretation and performance.

b. Any action at law, suit in equity, or judicial proceeding
arising out of this Contract shall be instituted and
maintained only in any of the courts of competent
jurisdiction in Benton County, Washington.

25. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS

The COUNTY, to the extent permitted by law, and the CONTRACTOR
each bind themselves, their partners, successors, executors,
administrators, and assigns to the other party to this Contract
and to the partners, successors, administrators, and assigns of
such other party in respect to all covenants to this Contract.

26. SEVERABILITY

a. If a court of competent jurisdiction holds any part,
term, or provision of this Contract to be illegal or
invalid, in whole or in part, the wvalidity of the
remaining provisions shall not be affected, and the
parties' rights and obligations shall be construed and
enforced as 1f this Contract did not contain the
particular provision held to be invalid.

b. If it should appear that any provision of this Contract
is in conflict with any statutory provision of the State
of Washington, said provision which may conflict
therewith shall be deemed inoperative and null and void
insofar as it may be in conflict therewith, and shall be
deemed modified to conform to such statutory provision.

27. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

The parties agree that this Contract 1is the complete
expression of 1its terms and conditions. Any oral or written
representations or understandings not incorporated in this
Contract are specifically excluded. This Contract supersedes and
replaces the MOU entered into Dbetween the parties effective
September 1, 2018, Benton County Resolution No. 2019-181.

28. NOTICES

Any notices provided under this Contract shall be effective
if personally served upon the other party or 1if mailed by
registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, to the
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mailing addresses set out in Section 8 of this Contract. Notice
may also be given via e-mail to the Contract Representatives’ e-
mail addresses identified in Section 8 of this Contract, with the
original notice to follow by regular mail. Notice shall be deemed
to be given three (3) days following the date of mailing or
immediately if personally served. For service by e-mail, service
shall be effective at the beginning of the next working day.

29. SURVIVABILITY

All Contract terms, which by their context are clearly
intended to survive the termination and/or expiration of this
Contract, shall so survive. These terms include, but are not
limited to, indemnification provisions (Sections 11 and 21);
extended reporting period requirements for professional liability
insurance (Section 12(a)); inspection and keeping of records and
books (Section 18); litigation hold notice (Section 30); Public
Records Act (Section 31); and confidentiality (Section 23).

30. LITIGATION HOLD NOTICE

In the event the COUNTY learns of circumstances leading to an
increased likelihood of litigation regarding any matter where the
records kept by CONTRACTOR pursuant to Section 18 of this Contract
may be of evidentiary wvalue; the COUNTY may issue written notice
to CONTRACTOR of such circumstances and direct the CONTRACTOR to
“hold” such records. In the event that CONTRACTOR receives such
written notice, CONTRACTOR shall abide by all directions therein
whether or not such written notice is received at a time when a
Contract between CONTRACTOR and the COUNTY is in force. Such
directions will include, but will not be limited to, instructions
to suspend the six (6) year purge schedule as set out above in
Section 18.

31. PUBLIC RECORDS ACT

CONTRACTOR hereby acknowledges that the COUNTY 1is a
governmental entity and as such is subject to the requirements of
the Public Records Act, RCW 42.56 et seqg. Accordingly, CONTRACTOR
understands that to the extent a proper request is made, the COUNTY
may be required by virtue of that Act to disclose any records
actually in its possession or in CONTRACTOR’s possession. This may
include records provided to the COUNTY by CONTRACTOR that
CONTRACTOR regards as confidential or proprietary. To the extent
that CONTRACTOR provides any records to the COUNTY that it regards
as confidential or proprietary, CONTRACTOR agrees to conspicuously
mark the records as such. CONTRACTOR also hereby waives any and
all claims or causes of action for any injury it may suffer by
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virtue of COUNTY’S release of records covered under the Public
Records Act. COUNTY agrees to take all reasonable steps to notify
CONTRACTOR in a timely fashion of any request made under the Public
Records Act which will require disclosure of any records marked by
CONTRACTOR as confidential or proprietary, so that CONTRACTOR may
seek a judicial order of protection if necessary.

32. ASSIGNABILITY

CONTRACTOR may freely assign this Contract or delegate all or
part of CONTRACTOR’s obligations to any affiliate or successor in
interest of Our Lady of Lourdes Hospital at Pasco without the
consent of the COUNTY. For the avoidance of doubt, the COUNTY’s
consent 1is not required for an assignment of this Contract in
connection with a sale or other disposition of substantially all
of the assets of CONTRACTOR or a subsequent sale by the successor
in interest of Our Lady of Lourdes Hospital at Pasco. This
Contract is binding upon and inures to the benefit of the parties
hereto and their permitted successors and assigns.

33. ETHICAL AND RELIGIOUS DIRECTIVES

The parties acknowledge that the operations of CONTRACTOR and
its affiliates are in accordance with the Ethical and Religious
Directives for Catholic Health Care Services, as promulgated by
the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, Washington,
D.C., of the Roman Catholic Church or its successor (hereinafter

“Directives”) and that the principles and beliefs of the Roman
Catholic Church are a matter of conscience to the CONTRACTOR and
its affiliates. The Directives are located at

COUNTY agrees to
notify CONTRACTOR within one (1) business day of COUNTY’s receipt
of a notice of intent to exclude or actual notice of exclusion
from any such Federal Healthcare Program of COUNTY. The listing of
a party or any subsidiary owned by party on the Office of Inspector
General’s exclusion list (OIG website) or the General Services
Administration’s Lists of Parties Excluded from Federal
Procurement and Nonprocurement Programs (GSA website), or any
other exclusion list maintained by Medicare and/or Medicaid for
excluded individuals and entities shall constitute “exclusion” for
purposes of this Section. In the event that COUNTY is excluded
from any Federal Healthcare Program, this Contract shall
immediately terminate. For the purposes of this Section 36, the
term “Federal Healthcare Program” means the Medicare program, the
Medicaid program, the Maternal and Child Health Services Block
Grant program, the Block Grants for State for Social Services
program, any state Children’s Health Insurance program, or any
similar program.

Washington, and this Board having heretofore fixed this time and place for the hearing of said
petition, and it appearing that the County Engineer has given notice of the time and place of said
hearing by posting in three places in the Benton County Courthouse with written or printed
notices of the time and place of this hearing in accordance with the laws of the State of
Washington, and also by publishing a like notice two (2) times in the Prosser Record Bulletin
newspaper of general circulation published in Benton County, Washington, and it appearing that
the notices so posted and published stated the name of the applicant and a description by
reference to sections, townships and ranges in which the County roads or rights-of-ways to be
included in the Franchise for which application is made are physically located, and also state the
time and place fixed for said hearing, and after hearing all persons interested in the matter of said
petition, and at which hearing the qualifications of the Grantee were heard, the Board deeming it

for the public interest to grant the Franchise and authority so applied for.

ORDER
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
BENTON COUNTY, WASHINGTON:
There is hereby granted to John Hancock Life Insurance Company (U.S.A), hereafter

called the Grantee, subject to all provisions, conditions, covenants and requirements of this order
and agreement, the right, privilege and nonexclusive Franchise, to install, locate, construct,
maintain, operate, use, and, if necessary, remove AN IRRIGATION MAIN LINE AND
ASSOCIATED APPURTENANCES, and all necessary appurtenances thereto, hereinafter called

the distribution system, under, upon, over, along, or across those portions of any and all County
roads or rights-of-ways, which lie within those legal subdivisions within.the County of Benton,
State of Washington, set forth and described in “Exhibit A” attached hereto and by this reference
made a part hereof, excluding, however, from such subdivisions any portion thereof which is
within the corporate limits of any incorporated city or town, but including all portions of said
subdivisions which are within any unincorporated town or community. Benton County
Resolution No. 72-220, regarding Policy on Accommodation of Utilities on County Road Rights-
of-Way, shall apply in all respects to this Franchise and the distribution system.



AGREEMENT
[. APPROVAL BY COUNTY ENGINEER

All locations, construction, installation, maintenance, relocation or removal of the
distribution system or any portion thereof within County roads or rights-of-ways outside the
corporate limits of any incorporated town shall be subject to the approval and pass inspection of

the County Engineer.

II. PERMIT REQUIRED — MAP AND SPECIFICATIONS TO BE FILED
APPROVAL BY COUNTY ENGINEER — PERFORMANCE BOND

Prior to commencement of any work on or construction of any portion of the distribution
system, Grantee shall file with the County Engineer its application for permit to do such work or
construction together with plans and specifications in form and number as approved by the
County Engineer showing the position, depth, or height, and location of all lines and facilities
sought to be constructed, laid, installed or erected at that time, showing their relative position to
existing County roads or rights-of-ways, upon plans drawn to scale indicating exact distance
hereinafter collectively referred to as the “map of definite location”. Grantee is hereby
authorized to extend its facilities throughout the area authorized hereunder.

The distribution system shall be constructed in exact conformity with said map of definite
location, except in instances in which deviation may be allowed by the prior written consent of
the County Engineer pursuant to application by Grantee. The plans and specifications shall
specify, as applicable, the class and type of materials and equipment to be used, manner of
excavation, construction, installation, backfill, erection of temporary structures, erection of
permanent structures, traffic control, traffic turnouts, and road obstructions, and manner and
means by which they affect County roads or rights-of-ways, will be restored to a condition as
good as that which existed prior to such work or construction. No such work or construction
shall be commenced until the Grantee has first secured a written permit from the County
Engineer, which shall include approval by the County Engineer endorsed on one set of plans and
specifications to be returned to the Grantee. All such work or construction shall require the
inspection and approval of the County Engineer. The Grantee shall pay all reasonable costs and
expenses incurred in the examination, inspection, and approval of such work or construction by

the County Engineer as herein provided.



The County Engineer may require a performance bond in a sum sufficient to guarantee to
Benton County that any County roads or rights-of-ways, including the surfaces thereof, affected
by any work or construction by the Grantee, shall be restored to a condition as good as that
which existed prior to such work or construction, the amount of said bond to be fixed by the
County Engineer. The County Engineer, upon notice to the Grantee, may at any time order any
and all work that he considers necessary to restore to a safe condition any portion of the County
roads or rights-of-ways, the condition of which has been rendered dangerous to the safety of
persons or property by reason of any work, construction, of facilities of Grantee, and Grantee,
upon demand, shall pay to Benton County all costs of such work, done by order of the County

Engineer.

HI. COUNTY ROADS TO BE RESTORED

In any work which requires breaking of surface of the County roads or rights-of-ways
subject to this Franchise for the purpose of locating, constructing, installing, relocating,
removing, maintaining and/or repairing the distribution system, and/or making connections
between the same to structures and buildings of consumers or making connections to other
facilities of the Grantee now in existence or hereafter constructed, the Grantee shall be governed
by and strictly conform to the instructions set forth in the permit issued by the County Engineer
for such work; and the Grantee, at its own expense and with all reasonable speed, shall complete
the work for which the County roads or rights-of-ways, surface has been broken and repair and
restore the affected County roads or rights-of-ways, and the surface thereof to a condition as
good as that which existing before the work was commenced. Noxious weed control will be
required, at the Grantee’s expense, and shall meet all requirements of the Benton County Weed
Board.

Except in cases of emergency as hereinafter provided, no breaking of surface of any
County roads or rights-of-ways, shall be done until Grantee has first obtained a permit therefor
issued by the County Engineer as specified in Section II of this Agreement,

PROVIDED, however, that in cases of emergency which occur out of office hours when
immediate work may be necessary for the protection or safety of persons or property, the
emergency shall be immediately reported to the Benton County Sheriff and the necessary work

may be immediately undertaken upon the express condition that an application for a permit for



such work, as hereinabove provided, shall be submitted to the County Engineer on or before

noon of the business day next following the commencement of the emergency work.

IV. INTERFERENCE WITH EXISTING FACILITIES

No location, construction, installation, maintenance, repair, removal or relocation of the
distribution system or any portion thereof, performed along or under any County roads or rights-
of-ways, shall in any way interfere with the grading or improvement of such County roads or
rights-of-ways, or with the construction and maintenance of any existing utility, public or
private, drain, drainage ditch or structure, or irrigation ditch or structure, located along or under
such county roads, right-of-way or property. In the event that it is necessary to relocate any such
county road or right-of-way or alter the grade of any such county road or right-of-way, requiring
relocation of any utilities, including rights-of-way, preferences as to positioning of such utilities,
shall be given in the order of the original location and installation of such utilities, the utility first

having been located and installed being given first preference as to positioning and relocation.

V. MINIMUM INTERFERENCE WITH PUBLIC TRAVEL —
GRANTEE LIABLE FOR DAMAGE

All work done under this Franchise shall be done in a thorough and workmanlike manner.
All construction, installation, maintenance, repair, relocation, or removal of the distribution
system, or any portion thereof, shall be conducted in a manner that will interfere as little as
possible with public use of and travel upon County roads or rights-of-ways, shall include all due
and necessary measures and precautions to prevent danger to persons or property. Specifically,
where such construction, installation, maintenance, repair, relocation or removal involves open
trenches, ditches, or tunnels which are left open at night, the Grantee shall place sufficient
warning lights and barricades about such trenches, ditches or tunnels to give adequate warning of
such work. The Grantee shall assume sole liability for any injury to persons or property which

occurs by reason of any trenches, ditches, or tunnels dug or maintained by the Grantee.



VI. ALL COUNTY ROAD RIGHTS RESERVED

Benton County expressly reserves any and all rights which it now has or may hereafter

acquire with respect to County roads or rights-of-ways, and this Franchise shall not be construed
to in any way limit or restrict any authority, power, rights, or privileges which Benton County
now has or may hereafter acquire to control and regulate the use of County roads or rights-of-

ways covered by this Franchise.

VII. COUNTY MAY CHANGE AND IMPROVE ROADS WITHOUT LIABILITY

If Benton County shall at any time improve or change any County roads or rights-of-
ways, subject to this Franchise by grading, regrading, surfacing , or paving the same, or by
changing, altering, repairing, or relocating the grade thereof or by construction of drainage
facilities, the Grantee shall, upon written notice from the County Engineer, at Grantee’s sole
expense, with all reasonable speed, change the location or readjust the elevation of its
distribution system and other facilities so that the same shall not interfere with such county work
and so such lines and facilities shall conform to such new grades as may be established. Benton
County shall in no respect be held liable for any damages, costs, or expenses to said Grantee that
may occur by reason of any of the County’s improvements, changes or work above enumerated,
except insofar as such damages, costs or expenses shall be caused by negligence of the County’s
employees or agents.

All work performed by the Grantee under this section shall be under the direction,
approval, and shall pass the inspection of the County Engineer. The Grantee shall pay all
reasonable costs of and expenses incurred in the examination, inspection, and approval of such

work.

- VIII. REFERENCE MONUMENTS AND MARKERS

Before any work is performed under this Franchise which may affect any existing

monuments or markers of any nature relating to subdivisions, plats, roads, and all other surveys,
the Grantee shall reference all such monuments and markers. The reference points shall be so
located that they will not be disturbed during the Grantee’s operation under this Franchise. The
method of referencing these monuments or other points to be referenced shall be approved by the

County Engineer. The replacement of all such monuments or markers disturbed during



construction shall be made as expeditiously as conditions permit, and as directed by the County
Engineer. The cost of monuments or other markers lost, destroyed or disturbed, and the expense

of replacement by approved monuments shall be borne by the Grantee.

IX. VACATION OF COUNTY ROADS — ALTERNATE ROUTE

If at any time Benton County shall vacate any County road, right-of-way, or other County
property which is subject to rights granted by this Franchise the Board of County Commissioners
for Benton County may, after granting an alternate route with the consultation of Grantee, by
giving thirty (30) days written notice to the Grantee, terminate this Franchise with reference to
such County road, right-of-way, or other County property so vacated and said Benton County
shall in no respect be liable for any damages, costs, or expenses to the Grantee that may occur by

reason of such termination.

X. GRANTEE TO INDEMNIFY COUNTY — LIABILITY INSURANCE

The Grantee covenants, agrees and promises that it shall fully indemnify Benton County

from any and all liability, loss, injury, damage, costs, charges or expenses of any nature
whatever, occurring to any person, association, corporation or property of any kind by reason of
any acts, actions, omissions, defaults, or neglect of the Grantee in the construction, operation, or
maintenance of the distribution system.

The Grantee further covenants, agrees and promises that, in the event that any claim, suit,
or cause of action shall be brought against Benton County by reason of any act, action, omission,
defaults, or neglect of the Grantee in the construction, operation, or maintenance of the
distribution system, it shall, at its own cost and expense, defend any such claim, suit, or cause of
action, and shall pay any and all costs, charges, attorneys’ fees, and other expenses therein, and
any and all judgments that may be incurred by or obtained against Benton County in any such
claim, suit, or cause of action.

The Grantee further covenants, agrees and promises that, in order to secure to the County
full and complete performance of the covenants and conditions of this Section “X”, it shall, at its
own cost and expense, obtain and maintain in effect continually during the term of this
Franchise, liability insurance in a company or companies to be approved by the County, such

insurance to name the Grantee and Benton County as the insured and to have minimum limits of



not less than $500,000.00. Written evidence of such insurance in effect shall be furnished to the
County Engineer no later than the date that any work or construction under the terms of this
Franchise commences. Such additional written evidence of such insurance shall be furnished to
the County Engineer from time to time as the County Engineer shall require; in any event, such
additional written evidence shall be provided to the County Engineer at least annually during the
term of this Franchise. The Grantee’s compliance with the provisions of this paragraph relating
to liability insurance shall in no way alter, affect, modify or limit any of the other covenants,
conditions, and provisions of this paragraph. Acceptance or approval by the County of any work
performed by the Grantee shall not constitute a waiver by the County of any of the provisions of
this Section “X”, and shall not excuse the Grantee from any of the covenants, provisions, or

requirements set forth herein.

XI. FRANCHISE NOT EXCLUSIVE

This Franchise shall not be deemed to be an exclusive Franchise. It shall in no manner

prohibit Benton County from granting other Franchises of a like nature or Franchises for public
or private utilities under, along, across, over, and upon any of the County roads or rights-of-
ways, subject to this Franchise and shall in no way restrict, prevent, or prohibit Benton County
from constructing, altering, maintaining, or using any of said roads or rights-of-way, drainage
structures or facilities, irrigation structures or facilities, or any other County property or affect its
jurisdiction over them or any part of them with full power to make all necessary construction,
alterations, changes, relocations, repairs, or maintenance, which the County may deem

necessary.

XII. PROVISIONS HEREOF BIND SUCCESSOR

All provisions, conditions, covenants, and requirements herein contained shall be binding
upon any and all successors and assigns of the Grantee, and all privileges, as well as all
obligations and liabilities of the Grantee, shall inure to its successors and assigns equally as if
they were specifically mentioned herein wherever the Grantee is mentioned, provided, however,
that neither this Franchise nor any rights, privileges, or obligations granted in this order and
agreement shall be assigned without the prior written approval of the County Engineer, unless

such assignments is to a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Grantee or to a parent company owning



more than 50% of the Grantee, and unless Benton County is provided with prior written notice of

such assignment giving the name and address of the subsidiary or parent company assignee.

XII. REVOCATION FOR NON-COMPLIANCE

In the event that the Grantee substantially violates or fails to comply with any of the
material provisions of this Franchise, the Grantee shall forfeit all rights conferred hereunder and
this Franchise shall be revocable by the Board of Benton County Commissioners at their
discretion, provided, however, the Board of County Commissioners shall provide the Grantee
with written notice of its intention to revoke the Franchise, specifying the nature of such
violation, failure, or neglect, and giving the Grantee thirty (30) days in which to cure such
violation, failure, or neglect. The Grantee shall be entitled to a hearing, within such thirty-day
period, before the Board of County Commissioners.

In the event such hearing is held, the Grantee shall be given prior written notice of the
time and place for such hearing. Subject to applicable federal and state law, in the event the
Board of County Commissioners, after such hearing, determines that Grantee is in default of any
provision of the Franchise, the Board of County Commissioners may:

a. Foreclose on all or any part of any security provided under this Franchise, if any,

including, without limitation, any bonds or other surety; provided, however, the

foreclosure shall only be in such a manner and in such amount as the Franchising

Authority reasonably determines is necessary to remedy the default;

b. Commence an action at law for monetary damage or seek other equitable relief;,

C. In the case of substantial default of a material provision of the Franchise, declare

the Franchise Agreement to be revoked; or

d. Seek specific performance of any provision, which reasonably leads itself to such

remedy, as an alternative to damages.

XIV. CONFORMITY WITH STATE AND COUNTY

Benton County expressly reserves the right at any time, upon ninety (90) days written
notice to the Grantee, to change, amend, modify, or amplify any of the provisions or conditions
herein enumerated to conform to any state statute, rule or regulation, or county ordinance, rule or

regulation, relating to the regulation of highways or the public welfare, health, safety, as may



hereafter be enacted, adopted or promulgated, and the County further expressly reserves the right
to terminate this Franchise at any time, in accordance with the procedures stated in Section
“XIIT” above, in the event that the Grantee’s distribution system is not operated or maintained in

accordance with such statute, ordinance, rule, or regulation.

XV. FEDERAL REGULATION

Any lawful modification required by amendment of Section 76.31 (“Franchise
Standards™) of the Rules and Regulations of the Federal Communications Commission shall be
incorporated into this Franchise as of the date such modifications become obligatory under FCC
regulations, or in the event no obligatory date is established, within one (1) year of adoption or at

the time of Franchise renewal, whichever occurs first.

XVI. ACTS OF GOD

The Grantee shall not be held in default or non-compliance with the provisions of the

Franchise, nor suffer any enforcement or penalty relating thereto, where such non-compliance or
alleged defaults are caused by strikes, acts that are solely the result of an Act of God or similar

circumstance, power outages, or other events reasonably beyond its ability to control.

XVII. SEVERABILITY

If any section, sentence, paragraph, term, or provision hereof is determined to be illegal,
invalid, or unconstitutional, by any court of competent jurisdiction or by any state or federal
regulatory authority having jurisdiction thereof, such determination shall have no effect on the
validity of any other Section, sentence, paragraph, term, or provision hereof, all of which will

remain in full force and effect for the term of the Franchise or any renewal or renewals thereof.

XVIII. COMPLAINT PROCEDURES

The Grantee agrees to maintain a local business office which subscribers may telephone
during regular business hours without incurring added message or toll charges so that service
shall be promptly available. The Grantee agrees to notify each subscriber, at the time of initial
subscription to the Grantee’s service, of the procedures for reporting and resolving such

complaints.
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XIX. ACCEPTANCE BY GRANTEE

Written acceptance by the Grantee of the Franchise granted herein and all provisions,
conditions, covenants, and requirements contained in this order and agreement shall be indicated
by endorsement by the Grantee where indicated herein below, and a copy of this order and
agreement so endorsed by the Grantee shall be filed with the Clerk of the Board of County
Commissioners of Benton County within thirty (30) days from the date of acceptance by the
Board. Such filing of the endorsed order and agreement within the period above specified shall
be a condition precedent to this Franchise taking effect, and unless this order and agreement is

accepted and filed within such time, it shall be null and void.

XX. TERM
This nonexclusive Franchise agreement shall be in full force and effect upon execution

and shall expire 2030.
