This project will construct three roundabouts along Badger Road, two at the interchange with 1-82 and one at Cottonwood Drive. The project would also see a revision of Wiser Parkway, bringing it into
alignment with the eastbound interchange and the new roundabout. A non-motorized pathway will be constructed along the north side of the road to remove pedestrians and other non-motorized
traffic from the roadway.

Purpose and Need
This area of Badger Road has seen substantial development in the last ten years, including an increase in commerecial, light industrial, and residential use. It has also seen the construction of a school
near the intersection of Wiser Parkway and Badger Road. During times of high traffic, this can lead to backups for those attempting to make left turns onto Badger Road from both Wiser Parkway and
the interstate. This is particularly hazardous, as a parallel railline runs along this section of Badger Road, potentially creating conflicts between traffic and trains.

History and Current Status
The area to the west and north of Badger Road is adjacent to both the Cities of Richland and Kennewick and abuts the freeway. As such, it has developed dramatically in the past ten years, changing
from rural farmland to residential, commercial, and light industrial areas. This, combined with a school at Wiser Parkway and Badger Road, has seen a dramatic increase in traffic. Currently, there is
more property to the west of Cottonwood Drive that could be similarly developed, which would effectively exacerbate existing issues.

Operating and Maintenance Impact

The roundabouts at the interchange will be in the Washington State Department of Transportation right-of-way and will be subject to their maintenance schedule. The roundabout at Cottonwood Drive
and Badger Road will be maintained by the Benton County Public Works Department, though as it will be a concrete structure, its effective lifespan will be substantially longer than the surrounding BST
roadways (approximately 30-40 years, compared to the seven averaged by BST roads in Benton County). The pathway will be maintained by the Public Works Department through Paths and Trails

County Well Road runs over seven miles in Benton County. Classified as a rural minor collector, the road sees significant truck traffic during the farming season. This project is the second phase of a
three-part series that will reconstruct nearly seven (7) miles of the road to an all-weather standard and work to improve safety and drainage.

Purpose and Need

The existing road has poor drainage and a poor profile. There are also segments that would benefit from the application of guardrail. Improving the road to an all-weather, paved, roadway will improve|
safety, ensure there are no travel restrictions during inclement weather, and reduce overall maintenance costs.

History and Current Status
County Well Road is designated a T-5 freight route, moving up to 20,000 tons of freight over sixty days. This is the second phase of this series aiming at improving roadway conditions and safety. The
project is currently in the preliminary planning phase.

Operating and Maintenance Impact
County Well Road has high maintenance costs compared to other gravel roads in the area due to the large volume of trucks using it during the farming season. Improving the roadway will reduce
overall mainteance costs and provide a better operating experience for the road users and surrounding land owners.
