Summary / Background Information 

On February 24, 2018, the Board signed Resolution 2018-151 authorizing the IT Manager to sign an enterprise 

agreement with Microsoft for software from SHI International Corp, Somerset NJ.  Upon signature, Benton 

County entered a three-year contractual payment amount of $225,893.56 excluding Washington State Sales 

Tax.  All payments for this agreement have been set aside in the Benton County Capital Improvement Plan 

2017-2022 project described as Microsoft Enterprise Agreement.   

In January of 2020, IT began reviewing the third and final Microsoft Enterprise Agreement with SHI which 

showed a payment increase from $240,689.39 to $275,390.83 including Washington State Sales Tax.  The 

increase is due to Microsoft changing their SQL Server licensing requirements, and IT’s research into 

Microsoft’s Office 365 Teams voice system.  On February 28, 2020, a payment of $240,689.39 including 

WSST was paid to SHI International Corp for Microsoft Enterprise Agreement which did not cover the extra 

costs of $34,701.44 including WSST.

Benton County would like to enter into a personal service agreement with Communities in Schools of Benton-

Franklin for In Schools and Beyond Program in the total contract amount of $236,157.00 for the 2021-2022 

biennium. 

Communities in Schools of Benton-Franklin seeks to reduce and eventually eliminate gang and other criminal 

activity for youth in Benton County by targeting at-risk students at six schools that have the highest needs. Those 

six schools will have a site coordinator to collaborate with the school team to address issues with chronically 

absent students, those with poor grades, behavior issues, or needs not being met.

The 

COUNTY may terminate this Contract upon giving ten (10) days 

written notice by certified mail to the CONTRACTOR. In that 

event, the COUNTY shall pay the CONTRACTOR for all costs 

incurred by the CONTRACTOR in performing the Contract up to 

the date of such notice.
