This License and Hold Harmless Agreement (“AGREEMENT?”) is hereby entered into between
the City of Kennewick (“CITY™), a municipal corporation and Benton County by and for the
Benton County Sheriff’s Office (“LICENSEE?), for purposes of establishing the terms and
conditions of use for the Kennewick Firearms Range facility for organized fraining events and
routine target practice conducted by Benton County Sheriff’s Office and its officers.

I. RECITALS

WHEREAS, the CITY has authorized the use of the Kennewick Firearms Range facility for
LICENSEE; and

Per Resolution 2020-787 dated October 27, 2020 the Board of County Commissioners approved the Benton County Sheriff
to sign the Interagency Agreement between Benton County Sheriff's Office and Washington Traffic Safety Commission for
