Summary / Background Information

Benton County has historically participated in the region wide Metro program along with Franklin County and
the major cities. Starting in 2018 the grants that traditionally provided the majority of Metro funding began to
dry up resulting in a shortfall in the metro budget. Benton and Franklin Counties agreed to help cover said
shortfall through June of 2019. Since then the metro program has continued operating while a new agreement
was worked out to address on-going budget shortfalls.

A new agreement has been reached to address the funding shortfall through the end of 2024. Benton County and
Franklin County are picking up the cost of an administrative position and an additional $50,000 annually to help with
training, overtime and confidential buy funds. The cost is split 75% to Benton County and 25% to Franklin County. The
total amount will be offset by any grants the Metro program is able to obtain for covering those costs. Additional funding
shortfalls beyond the administrative position and confidential buy funds are split between the 6 parties as outlined in the
agreement. The agreement further stipulates that beyond December 31, 2024 all funding shortfalls will be split between
the 6 parties unless otherwise agreed.

An addendum to the interlocal agreement has been prepared and approved to form by the Prosecuting Attorney's Office.
The City of Kennewick is coordinating signatures on a single document so the actual signature of the Chairman and the
PA will be collected at a later date.

Fiscal Impact

The total annual shortfall is approximately $141,000. Benton County’s share is $105,750 annually. Over the term of the
agreement the total cost paid by Benton County will be $423,000. These costs will be paid with funds from the Public
Safety Sales Tax.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Board approve the 2"* Addendum to the METRO Interlocal Agreement and authorize the
Chairman of the Board to execute the amendment on behalf of the County.

WHEREAS, for several decades Benton and Franklin County along with their respective cities have been
cooperating to combat violations of controlled substance laws under various informal and formal agreements the
most recent of which was authorized by Benton County Resolution 2017-398; and

WHEREAS, historically the Metro program has been primarily funded by grants including the Byrne JAG Grant
and the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (HIDTA) grant along with contributions from the Drug Enforcement
Administration (DEA); and

WHEREAS, in 2018 the HIDTA grant program stopped and the Byrne JAG Grant began to fluctuate in amount and
timing of funding resulting in shortfalls in the Metro program; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure the program could continue Benton County entered into an amendment to the 2017
Metro agreement under Resolution 2018-218 to address the funding shortfall with additional contributions from the
Counties using Public Safety Sales Tax funds; and

WHEREAS the amendment only addressed funding shortfalls through June of 2019 and the Counties and Cities have
been working on another agreement to address the on-going shortfalls; and

WHEREAS a new agreement has been reached to address the funding shortfall through December 31, 2024 using
Public Safety Sales Tax funds; and

WHEREAS, costs for the Metro program appear to be a legitimate use of Public Safety Sales Tax funds and the Board
of County Commissioners desire to ensure the Metro program has adequate funding.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Benton County Commissioners hereby approve the
Second Addendum to the METRO interlocal Agreement; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman of the Board be, and hereby is, authorized to execute said
addendum on behalf of Benton County.

ADDENDUM NO. 2
TO THE
METRO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

THIS ADDENDUM is made and entered into effective January 1, 2021, by and between the following
parties:

City of Pasco
City of Kennewick
City of Richland
City of West Richland
Benton County
Franklin County

SECTION 1 - PURPOSE

The Tri-Cities Metro Drug Task Force (Metro) has primarily been funded by the Byrne JAG Grant, the
High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (HIDTA) Program and the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA).
The Byrne JAG Grant is primarily utilized for funding the legal secretary position and portions of the
Metro Commander and Metro Sergeant’s position. The HIDTA funding has primarily been utilized for
confidential buy funds, personnel overtime, and training reimbursement. The DEA has provided office
space and electronic equipment.

Until 2018, the Byrne JAG Grant had adequately funded a legal secretary and portions of the
Commander and Sergeant’s positions. In 2018 the grant funds were received late which necessitated
the first Addendum to the Metro Interlocal Agreement to cover the temporary shortfall through June
30, 2019. In 2019, the Byrne JAG Grant funds that were received did not provide sufficient funding to
cover the costs of those positions, which were reflected in the adopted budget for the 2019-2020 Metro
budget cycle. The parties do not expect to receive JAG Grant funds in 2020 or thereafter. Additionally,
the HIDTA funding has not been available since 2018, which must be made up through additional
contributions by the Metro members.

Beginning July 1, 2020, the legal secretary position was changed to an administrative assistant position.

It is the parties’ intent to agree to the following to address the funding shortfalls resulting from the
decrease in available grant funds to Metro for the period January 1, 2021, through December 31, 2024.

THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants contained herein, the parties agree to amend
the Metro Interlocal Agreement as follows:



SECTION 2 - AMENDMENT

Section 1. Addendum No. 1 dated March 30, 2018, is superseded hereby, and subsection (e) of Section 5
of the Metro Interlocal Agreement is hereby replaced in its entirety and shall, effective January 1, 2021,
read as follows:

e. In addition to the personnel contributed by the parties to Metro, financial assistance shall be
provided as follows:

Until December 31, 2024, Benton County shall pay quarterly for 75% of the cost of the
administrative assistant provided by the City of Kennewick plus $37,500 annually ($9,375
quarterly) for confidential buy funds. Seventy-five percent (75%) of any Byrne JAG Grant funds
or HIDTA funding received in 2021 or later shall be applied as a credit towards any invoice to
Benton County until the balance of those funds has been exhausted.

Until December 31, 2024, Franklin County shall pay quarterly for 25% of the cost of the
administrative assistant provided by the City of Kennewick plus $12,500 annually ($3,125
quarterly) for confidential buy funds. Twenty-five percent (25%) of any Byrne JAG Grant funds
or HIDTA funding received in 2021 or later shall be applied as a credit towards any invoice to
Franklin County until the balance of those funds has been exhausted.

Until December 31, 2024, any funding shortfall for METRO for costs other than the costs of
the administrative assistant and the County contribution for confidential buy funds as agreed
to above shall be split as follows:

Benton County — 18.18%
Franklin County — 18.18%
City of Kennewick —18.18%
City of Pasco — 18.18%

City of Richland — 18.18%

City of West Richland —9.10%

Unless mutually agreed upon through a future addendum to the Metro Interlocal Agreement,
effective January 1, 2025, and thereafter all funding shortfalls for METRO shall be split in the
same manner outlined in subsection (3) above.

Section 2. All other terms and conditions contained in the Metro Interlocal Agreement dated May 16,
2017 not specifically amended above shall remain in full force and effect.
