ALIEN FIREARMS LICENSE

Who is required to have this license?
e A non-immigrant alien who is a resident of Washington for work or educational
purposes.

Who is NOT required to have this license?

e A permanent resident of Washington or any other state is not required to have an Alien
Firearms License to purchase or possess firearms or be eligible for the Washington State
CPL.

e A non-immigrant alien NOT residing in Washington. However, the non-immigrant alien
who does not reside in Washington must have met all other federal and state
requirements.

What does this license allow for?
e It allows a non-immigrant alien to purchase or possess firearms for the purpose of
hunting or sport shooting for a period of two years in Washington State.

What type of documentation is required?

Non-immigrant alien residing in WA Non-immigrant alien NOT residing in WA

e Passport e Passport
Visa (For work or school) e Visa (For work or school)

e Valid WA hunting license or proof of o ATF documents for personal firearms
membership in a sport shooting club or and ammunition if applicable

Where is this license applied for?
e The county sheriff’s office where the applicant resides.

What are the application requirements?
e A completed application submitted to the county sheriff’s office
A valid passport
A valid visa
A valid hunting license or proof of membership of a sport shooting club
Payment of the license fee
Fingerprinting

What is the fee?
e Depending on the type of fingerprinting that the sheriff’s office is equipped for the fee is
$84.25 live scan fingerprints; $121.25 ink rolled fingerprints.

How long does the application process take?
e The sheriff’s office has up to 60 days to complete all of the required background checks.
